RULES AND REGULATIONS: 
1. All participants shall abide by the following Rules & Regulations, failure of which the 

entries shall be disqualified. 
2. All entry forms shall be accompanied by full payment in the form of crossed cheques 

(Local Participants) or Cashier Order (Overseas Participants) and made payable to 
PERSATUAN IKAN DISCUS MALAYSIA). Fees are not refundable, 

3. Entries will be accepted based on first come first served basis. In the even of 
overwhelming entries, the Organiser reserves the right to re-allot the number of entries, 
and to re-categorise the entries when necessary. Participants shall be informed of such 
changes prior to the competition date.  

4. Each entry shall be provided with one fish tank equipped with filter, aeration and heater. 
Each participant shall receive a new net during benching-in of fish. New plastic bags shall 
be available for fish benching-out. 

5. Minimum size of Discus shall be 12 cm from tip to tip. Fish that are undersized, wrongly 
categorised, unhealthy-looking or deformed shall be disqualified. All disqualified fish 
shall also be identified with tags on the respective tanks. 

6. Security and welfare of the fish will be taken care of during the entire exhibition. However, 
the Organiser shall not be responsible for any loss or mortality of the fish due to natural 
causes or any other unforeseen circumstances. 

7. In the even that the Competition is postponed or shortened due to any cause whatsoever 
beyond the control of the Organiser, the Organiser shall not be held responsible for the 
loss sustained by the participant, directly or indirectly, attributed by the elements of 
nature, orders and directives imposed by any government authority. 

8. The closing date for the entries shall be on 11th Mar 2010. Late entries and on-site 
registration will not be accepted.  

9. All Discus shall be brought to the competition venue on 18th Mar 2010 from 3.00 pm to 
7.00 pm. Late arrival will not be accepted. Judging will commence on 19th  Mar 2010 from 
10.00 am to 2.00 pm. 

10. Three prizes shall be awarded to winners of each category. The Grand Champion shall be 
selected from these categories.  

11. Once the fish are accepted and displayed at the exhibition, participants are not allowed to 
remove any fish from the tanks unless prior approval has been obtained from the 
Organiser. 

12. All participants shall collect their fish from the venue on 21st Mar 2010 from 6.00 pm to 
8.00 pm. Organiser shall not be responsible for any fish not collected after the specified 
date and time. 

13. A panel of reputable judges shall judge the competition. The decision of the judges shall 
be final and no further correspondence shall be entertained.
